The Pres., Mr., Wu, and Doug Dalbot had each bagged
Spanish Mackeral off Oyster Reef, GEORGE HOLMAN and GARRY GILDERSLEEVE
had been doing well with Mulloway and LES REID, RUDY LERCH, ULRICH
SCHUCHALLA (it's as hard to pronounce as it is to spell) and JOHN NUICH
had also been giving the "Kingies" a nudge.

A fairly stiff southerly was blowing at the commencement of the competition
but this eased at about eight o'clock and made fishing more comfortable,
