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WHALER OR POINTER.

In view of the fact that the shark has existed almost unchanged
for sme 2000,000,000 years, it is a pity that most of us tend to
misname the more common species of the genus of elasmobranchs.

How often do we hear in a person's account of an encounter
with a shexrk, even when it consists of a line bitten cleanly through
that the miscreant was a Blue Pointer? = This and other moyre exotic
sounding names such as the Tiger, or the Grey Murse, qre the ones
that spring more readily to mind in the excitement of & hard strike
snd a seresming reel? —  How much -more likely, thoug,h is it to be
the Whaler, or one of its many sub-species!

The various members of this family to which we ‘eppend such names
as Bronze Whaler, Black, Whaler, Blue Whaler, Grey iffnalér, White Thale;
and Wedo Whaler, abound on all parts of the Australion cbastline,
feeding close to the shore in channels and arcund the edges of reefs.
Even an experienced ichthyologist would be hard jressed to readily
identif some of these sub-species, and we cculd be excued for using
the genercl term "Whuler" where only pertisl identi flOa'thn cen be
made.

In slerk identification, simple keys can bhe applied ,which divide
these predators into main groups, ard the application of further keys
quickly divide these graips into their various species. - 0f wurse,
ecertain species such &s the Thresher, Hammerhead, Wobbegong and
Shovelnose Shark are so easily identifiable as to be exc.LuclecL from

trerollowing lists:-
