We were ready for the
challenge of the world across the water -~ Rotto the land of sand, skippy

“The boat trip over was calm thank goodness, I had forgotten to take a

seasick pill. The roughest part of the whole journey was trying to get
everyone on board the bus at the store. Finally we were on ‘our way along the
narrow bitumen road succéssfully dodging the many cyclists, to the point where
we were offloaded with our gear and left standing on the side of the road,
- the crocodile téars welling up in our eyes. The silence was deafening,
broken -orily be the exclamation by !Cackles! - "look at all the Quokka poop
on the ground." o T : R

After half an hour of sweat producing lumping of gear over the dunes and
setting up camp in our cave, it was time for a drink of" whatever you fancied,
plus a nibble on some bits and pieces out of the "yummy" bag. Then a look
at the water. Crikey, it was lumpy and sandy in front of the #&ave., It was
real reef stand water. Gus ignored the wood collecting trip, he was too
busy for half an hour putting together his brand new "prid and joy" reef
stand.

About eleven o'clock we were all back at the cave, cleaned fish and
packed some'gear;__When we decided to eat, a big problem arose. All sorts
of food appeared with'each person wanting his to be eaten so he wouldn't
get into trouble with'the little lady at home for bringing back uneaten food,

‘At one o'clock we were back.at the road and settled down to wait for
the bus.  We were constantly amused by the continuous steam of cyclists
arriving at the top of our hill all red faced and breathing heavily. If we
had had a drink stall there we could have made a fortune, .

The bus and truck arrived, A pleasant trip around the Island back to
the jetty for the weigh~in and finally a smooth trip back to the mainland.
